●● Do not block the body sensor or the remote control 
transmitter or receiver.

<About the Body Sensors>
Two types of body sensor are used.

●● Body sensor A detects changes in heat.
•• Detection may be difficult when the room 
temperature exceeds 86 °F (30 °C), such as in the 
summertime.
•• When sunlight is directly on the sensor area or a 
heater is used in the bathroom, the sensor may 
detect incorrectly due to the heat, resulting in the 
automatic operation of functions such as auto lid 
opening and closing.
•• When the bathroom door is open, the sensor may 
detect people who pass to the front or side of the 
toilet.

●● Body sensor B detects when someone stands in 
front of the toilet bowl.
•• Body sensor B emits an infrared beam as shown 
in the figure. When someone moves into the line of 
this infrared beam, the sensor detects the person.

** Detection by the sensor may be difficult when the 
toilet is used by someone small, such as a child.
